Children’s Anti Bullying Policy
General Statement:

What our school says.

At Northway we value the good relationships we have in our school.  Any allegation of bullying will be taken seriously and will be investigated.  

All staff, pupils and parents should be aware of the negative effects that bullying can have on individuals and the school in general, and we will work towards ensuring that pupils can work in an environment without fear.

Bullying is unacceptable in this school and will not be tolerated. Northway will also take note of bullying perpetrated outside school which spills over into the school. The school will do what is reasonably practicable to eliminate any such bullying. 
Northway is a Rights Respecting School and we all have the following rights in the UNCRC: 

Article 15 Every child has the right to meet with other children and young people and to join groups and organisations, as long as this does not stop other people from enjoying their rights.

Article 14 Every child has the right to think and believe what they want and also to practise their religion, as long as they are not stopping other people from enjoying their rights. Governments must respect the rights of parents to give their children guidance about this right.

Article 12 When adults are making decisions that affect children. Children have the right to say what they think should happen and have their opinions taken into account.
What we say

We are the school council at Northway Primary School and we have worked together to write our children’s Anti-Bullying Policy for our school.

AIMS
We want our school to be a happy place where everyone feels included and wants to come to school.  We think you should treat other people how you want to be treated. At Northway we are aware bullying can take place anywhere so we want to make sure we know what to do if we are being bullied, know someone who is being bullied or see someone being bullied.  We want to make people aware of what bullying is, how it may be shown and how it is dealt with.

What is Bullying?
· Several times and on purpose.

· Verbal - Saying mean things.
· Physical - Hitting, kicking other people.
· Cyber bullying – being unkind to someone online.
Staff responsibilities

It is the responsibility of all adults at Northway to keep us safe.  If someone is being bullied, we know we can talk to any member of staff and they will deal with it.  The adults in school will write down our concerns and take them seriously. They will investigate the incidents and work with us and our families to make sure that we feel safe. They will make sure that there are appropriate consequences for child/children who have bullied but they will also support that child in making the right choices in the future. We understand that we may not know the exact consequences but we trust our teachers to deal with this. 
Our responsibilities as the children of Northway School.
Our responsibilities are to be kind to each other and create an environment where we feel happy and safe.  It is important we take bullying seriously and deal with situations that may come up.
Signs of Bullying

What should I look out for if I am worried someone is being bullied?
· If a child is being physically bullied they may have bruises.
· Their mood may change – If they used to be happy, now they’re sad all the time.
· May make them feel sick and nervous.

· May not want to come to school.
Dealing with Incidents
What should I do if I am being bullied or see someone being bullied?
· Get out of the situation and talk to someone if I feel unhappy.  

· Ask them to stop, maybe they don’t know it’s hurting my feelings.

· Stand up to them.

· Tell a teacher, we know we can talk to ANY adult at Northway.

· Check the person is okay and make sure they know it is not their fault.

What do we think should happen to

Pupils who have been bullied
We should reassure them and be kind to them.  Being positive with them will let them know they have our support.

Pupils who have bullied
We should let them know that what they are doing is not ok.  We should still be kind to them because maybe they don’t know they’re hurting other people’s feeling.  We will help to show them how to make the right choices in the future. 
Involvement of Parents

Teachers will talk to parents if there has been a case of bullying and we will all work together to find a solution and to keep us safe 
Reporting and Recording
Our teachers fill in an incident report form and hand it into Mrs Gill or Mrs McGhee. This will have every detail that the teacher knows about the incident and how they are dealing with it.  Our teachers will decide the consequences for these actions. Our teachers will also check in with the people involved in the issue over time to check that things are ok.
Possible Sanctions

Not being able to go out for playtime.

Losing privileges e.g. prefect responsibilities.
Losing golden play.
May have to be dropped off or collected from the school office rather than walking into school with their friends.  

If the matter is very serious, they may not be allowed to come to school at Northway. 
Monitoring and Review

Our school council will look at the anti-bullying policy every year to check it is up to date and we all know what to do in these situations.
The Headteacher will make an annual report to the governing body to state how many incidents have happened and to check the policy is being followed.
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
